Located near the designated Japanese
National Treasure of Usuki Stone Buddhas,
Usuki Yu No Sato offers hot springs for both
overnight stays and day-use. According to
the founder, in his dream, a Buddha
appeared requesting that statues be
enshrined at this spot. This gave rise to the
Usuki Daibutsuden consisting of 70 statues,
Completed in 2019, the Giant Stone
Buddha here has become a rare photo
location where visitors can even “high-five”
the Buddha if they so wish!
